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In the abstract, the author(s) will specify the original aspects of the paper: personal achievements, original approach of a theme etc. The abstract (no more than 100 words) must be written in English.

The abstract will be written in Times New Roman (TNR) italics (10 pts), aligned left – right 1cm with Format – Paragraph.
Keywords: words which are representative for the paper (up to 4 keywords).

1. Introduction

Papers must be written in English on 8 pages.
The body text will be written in TNR characters (12 pts), aligned left–right (justified).
Do not modify the present template. Use the Paragraph format of the template, by inserting your text within the appropriate field.
The title, “Introduction”, will be numbered; it will be written in small characters (TNR 12 pts), bold, left aligned. In the introduction to the paper, the author(s) will specify the present stage of the researches within the studied field (by quoting the adequate bibliography) and will specify the purpose of the paper.
2. Paper contents

The chapter titles will be numbered, and will be written in small characters (TNR 12 pts), bold, left aligned.

The presentation will be clear and concise and the symbols used therein will be specified in a symbol list “Nomenclature” (if necessary).
In the paper, the International System of Units (SI) will be used.
In the paper, there will be no apparatus or installation descriptions.

3. Equations

The equations will be aligned to the right and written with the Equations Editor; set size 12, 10, 7, 18, 12; style: italics variable, LC Greek italics.
One line will be inserted before and after the equation.
Some examples of equations are shown below.
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4. Tables

The table will be written in small characters (10 pts). The table title will be centered, bold and its name will be written in italics (10 pts), aligned to the right.

The Figs will be centered. The legend (figure caption) will be written with TNR 10 pts characters.

One line will be inserted before and after the figure, and after the figure caption as well.
6. Conclusions

The paper will end with a conclusion paragraph in which the author(s) will specify the original results obtained and their possible applications (if any).

The title “Conclusions” will be numbered, it will be written in small characters (TNR 12 pts), bold, left aligned.

The bibliography will respect the quotation within the text, it will be numbered currently and the text quotations will be made in square brackets, e.g. [1], or [1-3].
The title “REFERENCES” will be written in TNR 12 pts, UPPERCASE, expanded by 3 pt.

In the “REFERENCES” the author(s) will make the following compulsory specifications in TNR 10 pts: the first name initials and the family name, the title of the book/ PhD thesis/ “article”, the printing house/ institution for PhD thesis/ journal name or conference proceedings name, the place where it was published (town, country), the volume, the number, (month), the year, the paper first and last pages or paper ID on CD-ROM. See some examples below.

Female first name should be written in full. The title of the books and articles published in Romanian will be written in Romanian, with an English translation in parentheses.
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
